Oregon 4-H Center Policies

Guests may unload near housing and meeting locations.  Once cars are unloaded, they should be promptly moved to the main parking lot for the duration of the program.  Cascara guests may park in the lot behind Cascara Lodge. The Group leader of the program should stop at the 4-H Center office before leaving.  We expect to find the building(s) cleaned to original condition, personal belongings removed, and lights and heat turned off by the departure time listed on the contract.

Roads The 4-H Center’s roads are narrow.  Many are one-way.  Maximum speed is 10 mph. Use caution and watch for children. 

Signs Permanent direction signs help guests locate all our meeting rooms and housing areas.  Please do not post any signs over them.  If signs must be posted, 4-H Center staff will assist you.

Telephone for outgoing calls--local only --is located at R.L. Clark Dining Hall. Long distance may be called with a calling card only.

Smoking is discouraged.  We do allow smoking at campfires and outside Cascara Lodge and Greider Lodge (but not on the deck)

Alcohol and drugs Illegal use of alcohol or drugs is prohibited.  An adult group wishing to serve alcohol must contact the 4-H Center office for a copy of our Alcoholic Beverage Agreement.

Pets are not permitted on site.  Special accommodations can be made for persons with working guide dogs and guide dog puppies that remain on a lead.  Please notify the office at least two weeks prior to the program.

Motorcycles, Off-road vehicles and Bicycles are prohibited at the 4-H Center.

Lost and Found items are kept at the office for three weeks and are disposed of after this time.

Grounds Use and Conservation Only with careful stewardship of its resources can the 4-H Center continue to provide the lovely, natural setting which our guests enjoy.  This is a wildlife and wildflower preserve.  The feeding of animals and picking of flowers is prohibited.

There is at least one garbage can located at each building; we appreciate notification if garbage cans are full.

Trails cover much of our 325 acres.  Guidebooks for our interpretive nature trails are available at the Office.  In 

wooded areas, stay on the trails at all times.  Poison oak is prevalent.

Please respect fence lines by not crossing onto neighboring property.

Pond life may be collected for nature study.  Please release any captured pond animals within 15 minutes.  If you wish to keep animals for a longer period for educational purposes, please make arrangements with the 4-H Center office. Please advise group members not to pick up a dead animal.  It may be diseased.  Notify the Center office of the animal’s location as soon as possible.

Swimming, diving and wading are prohibited at all 4-H Center ponds.  An adult who can swim should be present with children who wish to fish or explore the ponds.

Fishing at Pagoda Pond is available only to youth participants of resident programs and day use educational programs.  Notify the 4-H Center office if youth plan to fish.  Fishing is not allowed when watercraft are in use. You are encouraged to use a “catch and release” fishing program.  Each summer camp youth may keep one fish, 10-15 inches long.  All fish must be cleaned, cooked and eaten on site as part of the educational experience.  Make arrangements for facilities for cleaning and cooking fish with the 4-H Center office in advance of your program.

Firewood, Fire circles, Fireplaces The 4-H Center reserves the right to ban campfires. If you wish to have a campfire or use a fireplace, please notify the 4-H Center office prior to your arrival on site. Campfires may be built within designated fire rings only.  Fire rings are located at the Amphitheater, Learning Shelter, Turkey Flat and the Horse Camp.  Each fire ring must be equipped with a bucket filled with water.  If the bucket is missing, notify the staff at the 4-H office.  The fire must be completely out before the last guest leaves the fire area.

Furniture Please be sure that furnishings are not moved out of or between buildings.  To post signs or decorate buildings, use masking tape or thumb tacks only.

Other User Groups may need to share use of the Dining Hall for meals with another group.  Use of common areas, such as the adventure swings, pool, fire circles and fields will be coordinated by the 4-H Center office.  As you walk the 4-H Center’s trails you may meet guests from other programs.  Respect for the privacy of each group is expected.

Maintenance and Housekeeping.  To avoid rodent problems, food should not be kept or eaten in the cabins.

The restrooms are to be cleaned and stocked with paper products and soap by resident groups on a daily basis.

Please inform the 4-H Center Office immediately of any problems so that maintenance can be taken care of.

Medical History Oregon Health Division rules require each camper under the age of 21 have a health history prepared, signed by a parent, guardian or other adult responsible for the individual, and on file with the group’s Camp Health Officer.

Emergencies A member of the 4-H Center staff is on-call every night in case of emergency.  The name and telephone number of the staff person on call is posted in the 4-H Center Office window and at the emergency phone.
